The aim of our meeting is to offer an opportunity for members of Galway City Council to meet and discuss important community issues with members of the Community Forum and the general public”. 

The Community Forum meeting will take place on Tuesday the 8th of June at 7.30pm in the Menlo Park Hotel, Headford Road, Galway. All local councillors as well as members of the general public are welcome to take part in the meeting. 

The Community Forum has recently launched its submission to the Draft Development Plan for Galway City 2011-2017 in light of the Forum’s own Strategy Plan, and the submission outlines a number of key issues to be addressed in the final document, including:

· Promotion of social inclusion, accessibility and equal opportunities.

· Increased housing stock for social housing.

· Improved community, recreational, social and cultural facilities.

· Sustainable transportation and planning.

· Commitment to developing Galway as a City of art, culture and creativity for everybody living in the City.

· Supporting the unique heritage of the City.

· Developing recreational spaces, parks and open community spaces.

“Our submission highlights a number of key issues with regards to the community and voluntary sector and will provide a natural starting point for the discussions at the meeting later this month. We look forward to hear what the candidates think of our submission and what they can do to support our ideas for the development of Galway City”, Tommy Flaherty finishes.  

Galway City Community Forum was established in 2000 to act as a representative, collective voice for the community and voluntary sector in Galway. The Forum currently has more than 235 affiliated groups and organisations and plays an active role in the social, economic and cultural development of the city.

Sheol an Fóram Pobail a aighneacht don Dréachtphlean Forbartha do Chathair na Gaillimhe 2011-2017 le déanaí, bunaithe ar Phlean Straitéise féin an Fhóraim, agus leagann an aighneacht amach roinnt saincheisteanna lárnacha le dul i ngleic leo sa doiciméad deireanach, lena n-áirítear:

· Cuimsiú sóisialta, inrochtainteacht agus comhdheiseanna a chur chun cinn.

· Méadú a dhéanamh ar an stoc tithíochta le haghaidh tithíochta sóisialta.

· Feabhas a chur ar áiseanna pobail, caithimh aimsire, sóisialta agus cultúrtha.

· Iompar agus pleanáil inbhuanaithe.

· Tiomantas chun Gaillimh a fhorbairt  mar Chathair ealaíon, cultúir agus cruthaitheachta le haghaidh na ndaoine go léir a bhfuil cónaí orthu sa Chathair.

· Tacú le hoidhreacht uathúil na Cathrach.

· Spáis chaithimh aimsire, páirceanna agus spáis oscailte pobail a fhorbairt.

“Tarraingíonn ár n-aighneacht aird ar roinnt saincheisteanna lárnacha maidir leis an earnáil pobail agus dheonach agus beidh sí mar phointe tosaigh nádúrtha don phlé ag an gcruinniú níos deireanaí sa mhí. Táimid ag tnúth le tuairimí na n-iarrthóirí ar ár n-aighneacht a chloisteáil agus le fáil amach céard a féidir leo a dhéanamh chun tacú lenár gcuid smaointe maidir le forbairt Chathair na Gaillimhe”, a dúirt Tommy Flaherty mar fhocal scoir.  

Bunaíodh Fóram Pobail Chathair na Gaillimhe in 2000 chun tuairimí na hearnála pobail agus deonaí i nGaillimh a chur in iúl. I láthair na huaire tá breis is 235 grúpa agus eagraíocht cleamhnaithe leis an bhfóram agus tá ról gníomhach aige i bhforbairt shóisialta, eacnamaíochta agus chultúrtha na cathrach.
