SECTION 4 : DRAFT GUIDELINES FOR GCCF REPS

(to be developed and agreed on at the training session)

GCCF Reps need to fulfil requirements in the following 3 main areas :

1. Attendance at meetings

2. Promoting Forum policy
3. Reporting back to the Forum
Attendance at meetings

It is singularly important that GCCF Reps remember that they represent the Forum in its entirety and not just their nominating organisation.  Your attendance, participation and behaviour at meetings reflects back both on you as an individual and the GCCF membership generally.

Promoting Forum policy

The Galway City Community Forum currently has seven key policy areas namely,

1. Housing & accommodation policy

2. Environment & Waste Policy

3. Older People Policy

4. Social Inclusion Policy

5. Planning & Transport Policy

6. Arts & Culture Policy

7. Sports & Recreation Policy

Policy in some of these areas is more complete than others for example, Forum policies with regard to planning and transport are detailed in 57 of the 86 pages compared to a brief mention regarding sports and recreation policy.

Developing Policy.  Forum policy is made and developed by the Forum membership.  Policy submissions are welcome from all member groups registered with the Forum and can address topics previously uncovered by existing Forum policy or address a new area for consideration.  These submissions should be clear and concise and submitted to the Forum co-ordinator.  The co-ordinator will in turn forward the submission to the Steering Group of the Forum who will approve forwarding it to the Forum membership at the next Quarterly meeting, having been circulated with the agenda for the meeting in question.  Accordingly the submission will be discussed at the appropriate quarterly meeting and formally adopted or rejected for official Forum policy by a show of hands.  New policy will then be incorporated into the existing Policy document.

Policies that tie into the work of the City Development Board and Strategic Policy Committees have a better chance of being incorporated into the working policies of the Galway City Council.

Newsmedia.  In addition GCCF Reps are encouraged to promote GCCF policy via the media.  In Galway City the Galway Tribune, Galway Independent, Galway Advertiser and the Sentinel regularly accept Press Releases on GCCF.   Galway Bay FM has always been very welcoming to the Forum and interested in what GCCF Reps have to say.

N.B.  ALL press releases must be forwarded to the Co-ordinator and approved BEFORE submission to any news media – this is to ensure consistency in how the GCCF is portrayed and to avoid individual agendas.

Reporting back to the Forum

As mentioned overleaf GCCF Reps are expected to report back to the Forum through use of the reporting template and by addressing the quarterly meetings of the GCCF.

Reporting templates. The Reporting templates are nothing more than simple A4 sheets (see attached) that have been formatted with suitable headings such as ‘key issues discussed’ etc. for you to complete (more are available from Joanne).  We hope to have blank reporting templates available online at the Forums website for you to download as required.  When this happens it would expedite matters greatly if GCCF Reps completed the forms electronically, on computer.

The templates have a number of aims firstly, to act as a record for each of the meetings you attend and secondly, to form the basis for reporting your activity back to the Forum membership.  This will be achieved by returning completed templates to the Co-ordinator who will then 

a.  post them on the Forums websites where they can be accessed by all, 

b.  publishing a number of reports in each issue of the Forum’s newsletter 

c. photocopying reporting templates as handouts for those Reps speaking at the Forum Quarterly meetings.

Community Representation in Local Government: Just a Façade

During my four year tenure as a community representative on the Galway City Development Board(CDB), I have often being asked a number of pertinent questions that go to the very essence of ‘community representativity’: 

Is the whole ‘community-local authority’ consultation process, as exemplified by the CDB and Galway City Council SPC’s, a façade? 

Is it a never-ending series of meetings designed to suck us into a system that offers no real power and little meaningful change in the quality of life of ordinary Galwegians? 

Is it part of a great state conspiracy designed to transform ‘political troublemakers’ from ‘poachers into gamekeepers?

It is only right and proper that these questions are continually raised so that we can self-monitor and assess our involvement in a process that can eat into the professional and domestic lives of unpaid volunteers. Attending a litany of meetings on behalf of the Galway City Community Forum does take  tremendous commitment. It can also divert us from participating fully in the community organisation that initially nominated us to the Forum. 

Yet without hesitation, I can honestly say that the experience for me has not only being enjoyable but that I feel the Galway community and voluntary sector has achieved, by its active participation, significant results that would have been unthinkable a few years ago. 

However the key to success for our sector, that largely comprises un-paid part-timers and volunteers is ‘active participation’ in the round-table decisions that are the raison d’etre of meetings. First and foremost, we have to actually attend the SPC/CDB committees that we were elected to by the community of Galway. Furthermore, as we are equal partners sitting at the top table with the captains and kings of commerce, industry and council, we have to be able to tenaciously defend our position. Being present in the room and not contributing to discussions on issues that affect Forum policies and its constituent organisations is a negation of community representation. 

Over the years, where I have seen most progress being achieved in the multi-sectoral committee structures, is where our representatives have clear well-thought out policies that they strongly argue. Of course I am not naïve enough to think that we can achieve everything inside the confines of the committee rooms. Sometimes the odds are too staked against us and we find that we have awoken a sleeping giant that seeks to devour us. As a committed ‘street democrat’, I am of the opinion that community campaigners should use public mobilisation through the form of marches, petitions etc to turn the political decision-making process in our favour. 

What is the Galway City Development Board Strategy?

The Galway City Development Board was set up in 2000 as part of the 1996 initiative ‘Better Local Government’ which attempted to re-invigorate the local government by involving all the main local stakeholders in developing the area and its’ services. Actually, the real catalyst was European Union legislation that required all member countries to ensure greater consultation with the social partners at local level. 

The board includes Galway City councillors, city officials, IDA, Garda Siochana, Western Health Board, Fás, Dept. of Social, Community and Family Affairs, Ireland West Tourism, Chamber of Commerce, Galway City Partnership, the Vocational Educational Committee and Udarás na Gaeltachta. 

Two years of intense and oftentimes fiery CDB meetings led to the compilation and publication in March 2002 of ‘Gaillimh Beo agus Briomhar! A Strategy for Economic, Social & Cultural Development 2002-2012’. The document’s ambitious goals, objectives and its multi-sectoral authorship represents a milestone for the city. I was pleasantly surprised at the challenging and progressive contributions consistently emanating from many other Board members which ultimately had a positive effect on the Strategy’s content. It is fair to say that our Forum does not have a monopoly on truth! That said, the spirit of the Forum underpins much of the Strategy that will shape (hopefully!) the destiny of Galway for the next six years. So what is so good and radical about the Strategy. Well, for instance, it proposes:

· An Accessible, Equitable City

· A City with a Sustainable Economy, Community & Environment

· Improved Opportunities for Skills Development, particularly for the Unemployed…and People with Specific Needs

· Increased Opportunities for ‘Life-Long Learning’ in the city

· A City that fosters Civic Pride & a Sense of Ownership adopting Participative Decision-Making Models

· Development of a Safe City-Wide Pedestrian-Friendly, Cyclist-Friendly & Child-Friendly City

· Implementation of a Strategy for a ‘Safe City’ to reduce crime…

· Improving the range, quality and accessibility of ‘Health Care Facilities for All’

· Protecting & Revitalising our Built Heritage, while embracing Change

· Supporting and Fostering Gaelic Traditions in the city

· Increasing Multi-Cultural Activities in the city

· Promoting, Preserving and Enhancing Flora & Fauna Habitats

· Creation of Wildlife Corridors

· Development of the Cultural Infrastructure

· Preparing and Implementing a Homeless Persons Action Plan

· Developing Amenities & Community Facilities in tandem with Residential Development

· Fostering Participation in Sport, Recreation…for All & Further Developing appropriate Facilities

· Promoting the use of Renewable & Clean Energy

The current Community representatives have done an excellent job in laying the foundations for a more sustainable Galway. Take a bow folks! It is now up to the new generation of representatives to build on these successes and to use the Strategy as an essential

weapon in improving the quality of life of all our citizens. Every city development plan and proposal should be measured against this enlightened document.
